HOME
ANALYSIS 23/4/11

2.30 MUSSELBURGH 5F (CLASS 4)

ALEJANDRO has the form in the book after running a good second on debut.  On that form he looks the one to beat, but a couple in the field to bustle him up could be BLUE SHOES and DRUMMOYNE.

6.00 NOTTINGHAM 5F (CLASS 5)

Another race where the form of the horses that have run is decent.  JIMMY THE LOLLIPOP is a worthy favourite, but I would have to oppose him and I think David Evans may have this one sewn up with one of his three runners.  ORTEA is the pick of Catherine Gannon and has the advantage of a previous run.  On jockey bookings ALJOSAN looks the third string, but this is the one that I like and could surprise.
ANALYSIS 25/4/11

Just the one race today, a low grade affair at Warwick.  Although it is bottom grade there is a previous winner in the field and VAN GO GO should be able to add to his tally.  The main dangers look to be SHES COOL TOO and FRANKIE VALLEY, but if VAN GO GO runs to the form of his last win then that should be good enough.

ANALYSIS 26/4/11

2.10 YARMOUTH 5 FURLONGS (CLASS 6)

Another low grade affair today and this one should concern the first three in the betting market.  MARIES FANTASY and XYZZY should both improve on their debut runs, and the other to consider is INDIAN LIZZY.  Not sure how you pronounce XYZZY, but you may well hear the commentator calling this one home in front.

ANALYSIS 27/4/11

2.00 ASCOT 5 FURLONG (CLASS 2)

Simple analysis for this one.  MAGIC CITY won easily fto and the result should be the same.

2.20 PONTEFRACT 5 FURLONG (CLASS 4)

A slightly more intriguing contest.  Although a stiff track, in this type of race speed is a neccessity.  SWEET CHILLI seems to fit the bill.  SAFARI STORM  looks like the obvious danger, but I feel he may not have the pace in his pedigree to keep tabs on SWEET CHILLI.

ANALYSIS 30/4/11

1.50 THIRSK 5 FURLONGS (CLASS 5)

A good sized field for this contest, but it can easily be narrowed down to just four.  Forecast favourite TRIGGERLO, who I have tipped before, just seems to not have the pace to win this type of race.  You need the speedsters around here at Thirsk.  Two with experience and a great chance are FAYR FALL and ALJOSAN.  Dangers come from the newcomers AMADEUS DENTON and FARANG KONDIEW.

2.50 GOODWOOD 5 FURLONG (CLASS 5)

Three against the favourite here.  They seem to backing NORTH STAR BOY as if defeat is out of the question.  Make a profit and back NOOR ZABEEL, MAIN FOCUS and ROMAN SOLDIER.

6.40 DONCASTER 5 FURLONG (CLASS 5)

Small field and a tricky contest, but historically the winner needs stamina.  That leaves ADRANIAN, J J LEARY and SPRINGLEAF.  It may be worth taking a chance with ADRANIAN, with David Evans' horses running so well.

ANALYSIS 01/5/11

A slightly dissapointing end to April yesterday, so lets see if we can get back on track with the analysis today.

2.55 SALISBURY 5F (CLASS 3)

Not a very inspiring race for Salisbury.  They usually have a decent turn out, but the one who looks most likely the winner is COCKNEY FIRE.  Although Salisbury is quite a stiff track, speed is what you need for this type of race and COCKNEY FIRE has the most in his pedigree and should take the beating.

4.25 NEWMARKET 5F (CLASS 3)

This looks a much more interesting race.  We played against TELL DAD first time out and again he is a short priced favourite.  Once again we shall play against him.  All of the horses with a run under their belts have shown decent form, but we shall oppose them with two newcomers.  This is a decent race, so to start off here they must have been showing something at home.  RIO GRANDE and DEMOCRETES are the two.  Their profiles look right for the race and although DEMOCRETES looks to be the Hannon second string, he has been heavily supported this morning.  For a longer price and one that could surprise, you could also take a chance with RED AGGRESSOR.

ANALYSIS 02/5/11

2.20 BEVERLEY 5F (CLASS 6)

A low grade affair where the debutants look like coming to the fore.  Of thiose that have run SUPERPLEX looks to have the best chance, but there must be something here that hasn't run who can show enough to win first time up.  On breeding CRAVAT looks the most likely, with the main dangers being MASTER BOND and BASANTEE.

3.10 WARWICK 5F (CLASS 5)

Although Warwick is quite sharp and this is only a 5 furlong event, historically the winner needs to have some stamina in their pedigree.  On that evidence the two to look at are VOCATIONAL and WORTH, with preference for WORTH due to the fact that he ran a satisfactory race fto.

ANALYSIS 03/5/11

A great start to May yesterday with our first selection of the month CRAVAT going in at 11/2.  Plenty to get stuck into today.

2.10 NEWCASTLE 5F (CLASS 5)

Trickiest contest of the day and the only one I can really rule out is JUST LIKE HEAVEN.  Some decent form shown by the horses with experience, but MOONVILLE could give them all a scare fto.

2.30 BATH 5F (CLASS 5)

SIGNIFER'S debut run was very good and although Hughes and Hannon team up with a newcomer, the main danger looks to be THATS DANGEROUS who has already run a decent race on the all-weather.

3.00 BATH 5F (CLASS 6)

A bottom grade affair, but a decent one.  Hannon is double handed here, and both would have a chance.  WOLFGANG is trading at odds on and MRS MOP ran better than her finishing position last time out.  MIDDLETON FLYER has improved with every run and could be the one, and for those that like an outsider, SHES REEL DUSTY could make the frame.  This is a tight contest!

6.00 CATTERICK 5F (CLASS 6)

Mark Johnston did it for us yesterday and he could be the one to do it again today with MISS ROSIE.  Her draw is not great and she may have most to fear from two other newcomers in MUSICAL VALLEY and YEARBOOK.

ANALYSIS 04/5/11

1.45 CHESTER 5F (CLASS 2)

Not a standout opinion in this race today.  The best credentials go to LILYS ANGEL.  I like VAN GO GO also.  Although running around alittle last time she still managed to win comfortably, but due to the draw on the outside the vote must go to LILYS ANGEL.

ANALYSIS 05/5/11

2.40 GOODWOOD 6F (CLASS 5)

The first 6f two year old race of the season.  No real strong opinion as holes can big picked into most of the pedigrees.  Dutch art has started quite well this season and his progeny would be the ones I would be with against the field.  ARABIAN FALCON and DRUMMOYNE

3.30 CHESTER 5F (CLASS 3)

Another tricky one on the breeding side, but with Lillys Angel winning round here yesterday for the sire Dark Angel, I would have to side with his progeny again today.  They head the market with SEA ODYSSEY and GABRIAL.  Neither have great draws, with the favourite SEA ODYSSEY stuck out in stall 10, but this one has some experience and is also trained by Barry Hills, so may have the edge.

4.55 FFOS LAS 5F (CLASS 5)

The only one I can really rule out is MELONERAS.  The others are all fielded by trainers in form and a tentative vote would go to MR MAJEIKA, but there are many dangers in the field.

ANALYSIS 06/5/11

1.55 NOTTINGHAM 5F (CLASS 5)

This looks like a good contest.  NIGHT ANGEL is the one I like most.  Yet again she is another by sire Dark Angel, and although she may not be as good as what we have seen over the last couple of days at Chester, she wouldn't need to be to win this.  Money has come for DOZY this morning and this rates as the main danger.  The only other one who may get into the argument is PERFECT DAY.

2.05 LINGFIELD 5F (CLASS 5)

Another nice little race where they all have a chance.  Top of the list are TIOMAN LEGEND and ROYAL PURSE.  Both have run ok so far and TIOMAN LEGEND has been well supported in the market today.  We don't value seek here, we seek winners and TIOMAN LEGEND looks the most likely, although a saver on ROYAL PURSE would be advisable.  If these two aren't as good as first thought from their debut runs, the outsider of the lot LADY CRESTA could run a big race if ready.

5.40 RIPON 5F (CLASS 5)

A race I like the look of, due to the fact that I don't fancy the shortpriced jolly ONE KOOL DUDE.  He has proved frustrating to follow so far, and there could be a newcomer good enough to put him into second place again.  On the prevailing fast ground EXCELETTE must have an excellent chance for Brian Smart and at a bigger price CHEVANAH could surprise.  If any rain comes and did by chance slow the ground then I would be more confident of CHEVANAH running well.

7.00 ASCOT 5F (CLASS 3)

Many with chances here.  GURU GIRL has been made morning favourite, but I would play against this one.  There are many, the two I like most are STARFLY and TOFFEE TART.  Following close behind are KARUGA, MY LUCKY LIZ and REPRESENT.

ANALYSIS 07/5/11

We were so close to a great day yesterday.  DOZY and NIGHT ANGEL finishing 1st and 2nd.  TIOMAN LEGEND cruising home, and CHEVANAH as predicted surprising at 11/1 at Ripon.  That left Ascot last night and we were only a nose away from TOFFEE TART upsetting the apple cart at 16/1.

2.30 HAYDOCK 6F (CLASS 5)

Hard for any early predictions today with the forecast weather unsettled, but SPECIAL BOY has a standout chance regardless of the underfoot conditions.  Again many dangers with the likes of BANKSY, BALLESTEROS and MABROOR.  Of the other fancied horses I think LEXIS PRINCE would need significant rain to trouble SPECIAL BOY.

4.00 ASCOT 5F (CLASS 3)

NORTH STAR BOY ran an excellent race on debut at Goodwood and appears here a week later to try and recoup losses after being backed like defeat was out of the question.  I fielded against him then and I think you can again.  BAYLEYF also ran 2nd on debut, ableit at the lowly Folkestone, but I think he will be better suited to Ascot than the favourite.  At bigger prices others to note are CHARLES THE GREAT and DISSENT.

6.15 WARWICK 5.5F (CLASS 5)

Speed is the key pedigree factor here at Warwick and on breeding there is only one horse that fits the bill.  CHOICE OF REMARK is short in the betting, but with his experience and his pedigree profile he shouldn't have too much trouble dispensing with these.

ANALYSIS 09/5/11

2.10 BRIGHTON 5F (CLASS 5)

This looks a match between SHERE KHAN and STEADY THE BUFFS.  Both of their sires have decent records with their progeny at Brighton.  STEADY THE BUFFS has the advantage of a couple of runs, but SHERE KHAN hails from the Richard Hannon stable.  I'm not one to dwell on the advantage of weight difference, but if something is to split these two, STEADY THE BUFFS has experience and with Adam Beschizza claiming 5lbs, she is in recent of 11lbs in total.

2.20 REDCAR 5F (CLASS 6)

BANNOCK ran well on debut and Mark Johnston is going well at the moment, but for this type of race you need a bit of stamina.  Two horses stand out on that front and they are GALILEE CHAPEL and NEILS PRIDE.  At double figure prices either could surprise, but I would be leaning towards GALILEE CHAPEL as NEILS PRIDE looks like his stables second string.

5.40 WINDSOR 5F (CLASS 4)

Another Monday night at Windsor and another Richard Hannon show.  This is also a race where stamina comes into play and the only two fitting that are the two Hannon horses.  BALM and GLEE should dominate and if there is any of the G/S still in the ground at Windsor I would be inclined to go with the presumed second string BALM. 

ANALYSIS 10/5/11

2.00 BEVERLEY 5F (CLASS 5)

Paul Hanagan has chosen SUPERPLEX ahead of the Fahey runner, which could be a tip in itself.  SUPERPLEX ran a fine race last time out at this track and although there are some decent looking newcomers he may have enough with his experience to hold on.  His draw isn't the best and the one with the best draw CASPAR NETSCHER could surprise at a big price.

2.20 YARMOUTH 6F (CLASS 5)

You often get decent Newmarket horse being introduced at the seaside track and SAMMINDER fits that bill.  This looks the best of the newcomers and the dangers look to be PICKLED PELICAN and DOUGIE BOY.  If SAMMINDER is to slip up DOUGIE BOY'S experience could tell in the latter stages.

2.40 WARWICK 5.5F (CLASS 5)

A couple running here with decent debut runs behind them.  The pick of them looks to be ESENTEPE.  This one should take all the beating and at a bigger price NIMIETY could run well on debut.

ANALYSIS 11/5/11

Well CASPAR NETSCHER turned out to not be such a surprise in the end!  Lets hope you were on early when I selected him at around 16/1.

4.10 YORK 5F (CLASS 3)

Probably the best early season two year old race so far this season.  A very tricky one too, but we have three against the field.  MONNOYER who was very impressive on the all-weather, PONTY ACCLAIM and the debutant RIO GRANDE.  These three have the best credentials on breeding and the two that have already run have shown enough form to compliment that breeding.  With so many winners in the line up, it won't be easy for a debutant to win, but RIO GRANDE must be showing up well at home to be pitched in to this race today, and Jeremy Noseda must have a line on how good he is as he is also running our shortlisted MONNOYER.

ANALYSIS 12/5/11

2.40 SALISBURY 5F (CLASS 5)

This race has been diluted slightly by the non runners and these non runners have completely changed the complexion of the race and my view on it.  The betting looks to have it right with the two with previous form looking to have this between them.  R Hannons AIRBORNE AGAIN and M Channons PITT RIVERS both ran well last time, but Hannon has a line to PITT RIVERS and it may give him the edge.

4.10 YORK 6F (CLASS 3)

Another good two year old race from York and to me there is a standout in the shape of MOON TRIP.  There are obvious dangers with all of the good two year old trainers represented, and if the rain started to fall the main one could be OVERPOWERED.

6.15 NEWMARKET 6F (CLASS 5)

The experience of MISTY CONQUEST should hold her in good stead.  She gets weight from all of the opposition and Harry Bentley takes off another 5lb.  The only feasible danger is FINLEY CONNOLLY.  From a good stable and out of Cockney Rebel who has started quite well.

ANALYSIS 13/5/11

1.30 YORK 5F (LISTED)

An interesting race to kick off with.  Queens revenge is NR, and the well touted Miss Work Of Art is the odds on favourite.  She has done nothing wrong, but she can be taken on.  The two that fit the bill on breeding are PYMANS THEORY and VOCATIONAL.  If there are any chinks in the favourites armour then one of these could expose it.

1.40 NEWBURY 6F (CLASS 4)

Always good two year old maidens at Newbury and this is no exception.  So many possibles.  Trumpet Major is the short priced favourite and could well trounce these, but it could be another shorty to take on.  The question is who with?  The Hannon second string POOLE HARBOUR would be my first choice.  Also in the mix would be MACDONALD MOR and ST BARTHS.  If there are any slip ups then Forest Row could capitalise.

1.50 NEWMARKET 6F (CLASS 4)

And yet another short priced favourite who looks opposable.  The two against the field are MIDAS MEDUSA and LEMON ROCK who have outstanding chances on breeding.  SHES FLAWLESS at a bigger price could be a danger to all.

3.45 NEWBURY 5F (CLASS 3)

Another shorty, but I couldn't oppose this one.  A three runner affair and BEST TERMS looks head and shoulders above these on breeding and ability.

5.40 NEWCASTLE 6F (CLASS 4)

FOREVERTHEOPTIMIST is stepping up in distance and grade, but that might not be enough to stop this one.  He may just have the measure of the favourite.

5.50 HAMILTON 5F (CLASS 5)

If Hamilton receives the rain that I am hoping for this race becomes a two horse affair with DEVLIN and MASTER OF AGES.  If it continues to dry out the outsider of the field JOSHUA THE FIRST could be worth a small wager.

ANALYSIS 14/5/11

2.05 THIRSK 5F (CLASS 4)

A big field race to kick us off.  Although the runners with previous form have not shown much, the experience could be a factor in such a big field.  Of those that have run I like NELLIE PICKERSGILL.  On jockey bookings she doesn't look the first string from the stable and David Allan obviously feels she doesnt deserve another chance, but apart from her low draw, most things are in her favour.  She could start at an attractive price.  Also with a previous run MARIA ANNA comes into calculations on breeding and although not showing up very well fto she was well backed to run a good race.  Of the debutants LEXINGTON SPIRIT needs to be respected.

4.00 NEWMARKET 6F (CLASS 4)

Richard Hannon is well represented here with LILBOURNE LAD and Tell Dad.  We have played against Tell Dad on both his starts and although I think LILBOURNE LAD will have his measure, it would be typical that now Tell Dad looks the second string he will probably win.  Of the newcomers MANOMINE could shake up the Hannon pair.

7.05 DONCASTER 5F (CLASS 5)

An interesting race where Amadeus Denton dominates the market.  I would be laying this one.  No doubt he ran well on debut when Profile Star continually shifted left across the track, but the only explanation for Amadeus Denton not passing that rival can be intimidation.  They never touched and he was always on the wide outside and I cannot see why he is odds on against rivals like ONENITEINHEAVEN.  This one has plenty going for it.  Ran well last time, has P Hanagan on board with a Fahey horse in the race and fits the pedigree profile for the race.  The danger may come from the Fahey trained newcomer ARTISTS CORNER.

ANALYSIS 16/5/11

3.30 BATH 5.5F (CLASS 5)

Not a race I have a great opinion in.  A couple ran well last time COURTLAND KING and LORD ALI MCJONES.  Be careful of JAWIM who is trading as the outsider, he could surprise.

6.00 WINDSOR 5F (CLASS 5)

An interesting race this one, just for the fact that Richard Hannon doesn't have the favourite.  They go quite short on My Lucky Liz.  She ran in what looks like a good race at Ascot, along with Starfly.  Of the two I think Starfly could turn the tables, but for me I'm sticking with Hannon/Hughes and BALM.  Ran well here fto and wasn't the first string on that occassion, so hopefully there is some improvement to come.  Of the outsiders PURPLE ANGEL could run better than her price suggests.

6.30 WINDSOR 5F (CLASS 3)

Where do you go with this one.  Seven winners last time out, but it may be the one that got last time MAGIC CITY who comes out on top.  Miss Work Of Art franked the form last week and althoug I wouldnt be backing MAGIC CITY, I wouldn't be backing against him.

6.40 LEICESTER 5F (CLASS 4)

It could be a good night for Hannon as I think SHERE KHAN could leave his debut running behind here.  Sea Odyssey ran a cracker at Chester, but I think the danger may come from PIUS PARKER.

ANALYSIS 18/5/11

2.00 GOODWOOD 6F (CLASS 5)

Not a race to get heavily involved in today.  GLEE looks the most likely, but at 4/9f there are too many dangers.  The most likely of them are FALLS OF LORA and LOLITA LEBRON.

ANALYSIS 19/5/11

2.20 HAYDOCK 6F (CLASS 5)

Many with chances in this one.  I would be inclined to stick with the ones drawn low.  A few have previous form and a danger to all would be ARABIAN FALCON.  The one I like most is EVERVESCENT who ran quite well on debut.  Of the newcomers DYLANS DREAM may come out best.

5.50 SANDOWN 5F (CLASS 5)

Always tricky races 5f at Sandown.  Good form shown by Nayarra fto and Al Zarooni is also represented, but I find you need a little bit of stamina at this track and although it may not win, a small wager on CHARLOTTE ROSINA at around 20/1 could pay.

6.00 SALISBURY 5F (CLASS 4)

Only four runners but how do you split them.  Two from Hannon, an Al Zarooni and an Evans runner.  LIGHT BURST looks the most likely on breeding from Godolphin.  They danger for me is VERSE OF LOVE

ANALYSIS 20/5/11

A good day yesterday kicking off with EVERVESCENT at 5/1 (well backed) and hopefully you were on the speculative selection CHARLOTTE ROSINA at Sandown at 20/1 (45/1 on BF)

2.10 BATH 5.5F (CLASS 6)

Not a race to get too enthused about with Toffee Tart likely to start around 2/7f.  Not a lover of these races over 5.5 furlongs and Toffee Tart should win on what he showed fto.  BELLA PONTE could chase her home at a huge price.

2.50 YARMOUTH 5F (CLASS 6)

Another low grade affair.  Although Yarmouth is a pretty fair and speedy track, these races don't usually fall to the speedsters.  Taking that into account there are only two horses to look at on breeding and they head the market.  FIRST BID  and SELINDA.  They are hard to split, with both trainers going well and both sires having good records at the track.  It may come down to the weight although I wouldn't bank on it.  SELINDA gets 5lbs from FIRST BID and Charles Bishop takes off another 7lbs.

3.00 HAYDOCK 6F (CLASS 5)

Another race where the market looks like it has been set around pedigrees, although the favourite showed enough fto to warrant his position.  The two I like head the market and are both fillies by Exceed And Excel.  On the basis of her first run REPRESENT  just gets the nod over DARE TO DREAM.

6.50 CATTERICK 5F (CLASS 5)

Not a race to get involved in, possibly MARIES FANTASY on what we have already seen, but I will be advising giving this race a wide berth.

7.00 MUSSELBURGH 5F (CLASS 4)

Another race that can go to Exceed And Excel if the ground continues to dry.  Both high in the market, again experience may tell for FULBRIGHT who may just have the edge over EXCEEDANCE.

ANALYSIS 21/5/11

3.25 CHESTER 6F (CLASS 4)

TORTONI is going to be hard to beat.  On form breeding and his draw around here, but will not be taking any silly prices.  Dangers for me are ADRANIAN who has shown a modicum of form so far and SILVAS ROMANA who should show improved form from her debut.

3.50 GOODWOOD 6F (CLASS 4)

Trumpet Major was only just beaten in what looked like a good maiden a week ago, but here at Goodwood I think he is oppossable.  Three against the field for me are MAROOSH, RIGHT TO DREAM and RADIOMARELLI.  On breeding and in the market it looks like MAROOSH, but on jockey bookings this one looks the second string from the stable, so maybe RIGHT TO DREAM has been showing more at home.

4.15 YORK 6F (CLASS 3)

A poor looking race for a class 3 event, and not one that inspires any confidence.  Of those that have run BROCKLEBANK looks to hold the upper hand and may have most to fear from the debutant COCKNEY ROCKER.

5.50 LINGFIELD 6F (CLASS 5)

The favourite Cristal Gem has to be worth taking on in this.  At the time of writing the money has come for COLORFUL NOTION and this one has the best credentials.  The danger could come from RED MISCHIEF who ran ok fto.

6.35 NEWBURY 6F (CLASS 5)

Another race where the paper favourite can be opposed.  Three against the field here are LOVE GROWS WILD, POETIC DANCER and WINTER HILL.  LOVE GROWS WILD may come out on top, but POETIC DANCER has the advantage of a run and WINTER HILL is from the flying Tom Dascombe stable.

ANALYSIS 23/5/11

2.00 CARLISLE 5F (CLASS 6)

A klow grade affair to kick us off today.  It may sound weird, Carlisle being a stiff track and the prospect of softish ground, but you need a horse with speed here.  The three that have the best credentials on pedigree are DEVLIN, MASTER OF AGES and WILD SAUCE.  WHISKY SAUCE wouls also have a squeak and at a bigger price the so far dissapointing JIMMY THE LOLLIPOP has the most speed in his pedigree.  The experience and fair form shown by DEVLIN may just give him the edge, but it is pretty wide open.

2.45 LEICESTER 6F (CLASS 5)

What ST BARTHS showed fto should be good enough, but there are many dangers in this race.  The two that could shake up the favourite are TELWAAR and VERBEECK.  If you are looking for alonger price then SINGALAT could surprise.

6.10 WINDSOR 5F (CLASS 5)

With the way Tioman Legend won last time, this one must be on everybodies shortlist without question.  I personally like course form and STARFLY COULD BE HARD TO BEAT with the plum draw.

7.00 THIRSK 6F (CLASS 5)

Probably the worst race today for betting purposes.  Those that have run have had their chances and MISS MUGA could follow up again.  The danger may come from the newcomer MYSTAKE.

ANALYSIS 24/5/11

2.10 RIPON 5F (CLASS 5)

A tricky contest to start proceedings.  No strong opinions in this one.  Mick Easterby struck with a surprise 33/1 winner yesterday and he has chances of doing the same today with DICKY MINT or COME HITHER.  Of the others we tipped up NELLIE PICKERSGILL last time out and she would have a chance again today.

2.20 CHEPSTOW 5F (CLASS 5)

A race where many have a good chance.  WOLFGANG has a favourites chance having run ok on debut, but he may succumb to a newcomer and of those FAST ON and PLACE IN MY HEART make most appeal.

ANALYSIS 25/5/11

2.10 AYR 6F (CLASS 4)

On Betfair today I would be playing to lay this shortie Letsgoroundagain.  He ran well fto in what looks like developing into a good race, but there are better bred horses than himself and there is no way he should be trading at odds on.  The newcomer HOLY ROMAN WARRIOR has been heavily supported this morning and would have every chance for Fahy and Hanagan.  I would also be happy taking a chance with MOON TRIP at big odds for Mark Johnston.  Although well beaten on debut, this one must be held in some regard to start off in a class 3 race at the Dante meeting and trading at over 30 currently would be worth a shout.

Always a difficult race and not one I have a standout opinion of.  The way LILYS ANGEL runs from off the pace means the draw shouldn't really be a problem and I would expect her to continue her winning sequence.

2.10 BRIGHTON 5F (CLASS 5)

When I looked at the entries for today my first thought was, what an easy day with all of these shorties.  How wrong you can be until you really look.  Take this race for example.  Its now a two horse race, and yes on known form Bubbly Ballerina deserves to be a short favourite.  1/8 I don't think so.  ROOKNRASBRYRIPPLE isn't that bad.  I don't think Alan Bailey particularly likes running two year olds at Brighton.  Thats the first thing.  In 11 years he has only run 5 two year olds at the track, with no success.  On the other hand Mick Channon does well here and ROOKNRASBRYRIPPLE has been here before.  Bubbly Ballerina on form no doubt, but a small wager on ROOKNRASBRYRIPPLE is the one.

2.20 AYR 5F (CLASS 4)

A tricky race.  Ryan is flying and B Hills has made the long journey to Ayr.  Stck closer to home with the locally trained LATTE.

2.30 FOLKESTONE 5F (CLASS 5)

Another shortie and not a race to be betting in.  Couldn't select Bear Behind and that looks the stables first string, so the selection has to be the american GENTLEMANS CODE.

3.30 FOLKESTONE 6F (CLASS 6)

Another shortie, but this one I wouldn't be selecting.  Bill Turners horse have usually won a race by now if they have had three runs, but I would give another chance to SHES COOL TOO.  Not a very inspiring race.

5.50 NEWCASTLE 5F (CLASS 5)

Lexington Spirit won very easily last time once getting the hang of things, but PRINCESS BANU has run well in winning and also in defeat.  Fits the pedigree for the type of race with the favourite being the danger.

6.20 NEWCASTLE 6F (CLASS 4)

Only two horses fit the race profile, ANGEL OF HOPE and CHORISTER GIRL.  Chorister Girl has had a run, but it may be worth taking a chance with ANGEL OF HOPE.  If you fancy a longer price, don't be surprised to see EMLEY MOOR run a big race.

6.30 SANDOWN 5F (LISTED)

Is Magic City just running against brilliant horses or is he not as good as first thought?  I would go for the latter here, with two against him BANNOCK and PYMANS THEORY.  Of the two PYMANS THEORY may just have the edge.

ANALYSIS 27/5/11

2.10 NEWCASTLE 6F (CLASS 6)

Not a bad start for a class 6 contest.GRAND GOLD seems to be going the right way and could be the one to beat.  The main danger looks to be MIZNAH.  A couple of outsiders to take note of are WAY OF LOVE and TWIN IVAN.

2.20 NEWMARKET 6F (CLASS 4)

A wide open race with many big stables represented.  These Newmarket maidens can often throw up a surprise and I like a couple of longer priced horse in REGAL REALM and SELF CENTRED.  Of the fancied runners, GAMILATI and DAMASK look to have the best chance on breeding.

2.30 BRIGHTON 6F (CLASS 5)

Not a very inspiring race, but all but one have had a run, so there is something to go on.  The two I like are NIGHT ANGEL and BLIG KING.

6.35 HAYDOCK 6F (CLASS 5)

You need a bit of stamina in your pedigree for this one and although no big opinions, BALLESTEROS seems to fit the bill on the back of his good debut run.  Others to note are FORT BASTION, MEZMAAR and SPEEDING.

7.30 PONTEFRACT 6F (CLASS 2)

A good race to end the day.  T Dascombe is flying and his MISTY CONQUEST could well step up again to win this.  Of the others BETTY FONTAINE, could give the selection most to do, and be wary of the debutante RED DUKE.

ANALYSIS 28/5/11

A good day yesterday, GRAND GOLD 5/2, REGAL REALM 25/1, BLING KING 14/1 and MISTY CONQUEST 7/2!!!

2.15 BEVERLEY 5F (CLASS 5)

A tight race to decifer.  The two that stand out are ES QUE LOVE and ARTISTS CORNER.  The only downside is that they haven't been helped by the draw.  If the draw is to hinder these two, then KOOL HENRY could capitalise.

3.45 BEVERLEY 5F (CLASS 2)

A good grade race which MITCHUM can have a big say in the outcome.

4.35 NEWMARKET 6F (CLASS 4)

Another difficult Newmarket maiden.  Although its Newmarket speed is of the essence.  The ones with the best credentials are RIO GRANDE, SWISS SPIRIT and DEMOCRETES.  The first two mentioned look to have the best chance and RIO GRANDE could just prevail.

4.45 HAYDOCK 5F (CLASS 5)

The ones that have run haven't really shown much, so this should go to a newcomer.  TALWAR could be the answer, closely followed by CAPE MOSS and SHUMOOS.

2.15 LEICESTER 5F (CLASS 4)

Toffee tart runs again today after two seconds, but I think she may have her work cut out by the Hannon/Hughes representative MIDAS MEDUSA.  Ran well fto and although dropping back in trip may be too good for these.  The dangers look to be MY SOLITAIRE and ROYAL RED.

2.30 REDCAR 6F (CLASS 5)

We have a short priced favourite here and its no wonder with the way Kevin Ryans horses are running at present, but she is opposable.  Of the more fancied runners ANGELIC KITTEN and SCHMOOZE look the best on pedigree, but also take not of CATARACT as a lively outsider.

4.15 LEICESTER 6F (CLASS 4)

A nice little race this one with the ones that have run showing bits and pieces of ability.  Of those that have run RIGHT TO DREAM looks to have shown the most and natural progression should suffice here.

5.50 YARMOUTH 6F (CLASS 5)

Four previous winners in this field and they would all have a chance.  WISE VENTURE ran in and won what looks like the best of them and will be hard to beat, although MABROOR cannot be underestimated.  Of the others, the rank outsider FEN FLYER could run into a place.

6.20 YARMOUTH 6F (CLASS 6)

A poor race to end with and not very inspiring.  A token selection would be WILLIES DIAMOND.
