ANALYSIS 26/6/11

2.00 SALISBURY 7F (CLASS 4)

This time of year over 7 futrlongs I like a horse to have had a run, so I wouldn't reccommend a debutante in this. Esentepe ran well at Royal Ascot, but he can be taken on and the likely one is BRONZE ANGEL.  Of the others the Hannon second string could run well GRAPHIC.

2.35 SALISBURY 7F (CLASS 4)

Division 2 and it looks trickier than the first.  As stated above I don't like debutantes in these races, yet the horses that have run haven't shown a lot.  ART LAW and SHAMROCKED both fall into the fto category and should run well, but the answer may be PLYM with two runs behind him.

4.00 WINDSOR 5F (CLASS 2)

A good class field with 5 previous winners lining up.  PRESSURE DROP  was our big winner two weeks ago, but this is a lot tougher.  AQUASULIS runs well here, but the form of BETTY FONTAINE is holding up well and she could be the answer.

4.45 SALISBURY 6F (CLASS 3)

My initial thoughts on this race were for Eureka, but I feel you need a little bit more speed in your pedigree than he has.  On that basis OVERPOWERED could step forward again after his last win, and although CHOICE OF REMARK has run plenty, he did win last time and could also still be progressing.  The other one with plenty of speed is Minal, but this class 3 race looks a step too far.

ANALYSIS 25/6/11

1.45 NEWMARKET 7F (CLASS 5)

A nice maiden to get Saturday started.  Some decent looking horses on paper, but not as strong looking as your typical Newmarket maiden.  ROCKINANTE makes appeal from Richard Hannon along with ACER DIAMONDS.  The going change should also suit Andrew Baldings newcomer DOLLAR BILL.

2.05 CHESTER 5F (CLASS 4)

I usually like this type of race at Chester, but this is not one to get heavily involved in.  The one that stands out with course form to boot is COURTLAND KING.

2.15 NEWMARKET 6F (LISTED)

An exciting looking race with some Ascot failures running and some that bypassed the big meeting who are improving.  With the change in the going stamina comes to the fore and although second string for Fahey in the betting, WORTHINGTON fits the trends.  Of the others MISTY CONQUEST looks to be still improving, but I would worry about the ground and HIDDEN PASSION has acted on it, but her form was let down last night by Proud Pearl.

2.25 WINDSOR 6F (CLASS 5)

A difficult race due to the ground conditions.  Currently good with g/f places, Windsor can get soft very quickly.  If it stays dry then the two to be with are RIGHT TO DREAM and MACDONALD MOR.

4.15 NEWCASTLE 5F (CLASS 4)

You don't want to much speed in your pedigree under these conditions at Newcastle.  My main advice would be to be against the favourite.  The most likely benefactors are LAFFAN and ORRELL POST.

5.50 LINGFIELD 5F (CLASS 5)

Godolphin are not known for their sprinters, but this looks a weak event and PIMPERNEL can score on debut.  ARABAIN FALCON looks the main danger along with CHILLIE BILLIE, but both have had ample chances already.

6.10 DONCASTER 7F (CLASS 5)

There doesn't seem to be anything special amongst the newcomers, and although KOALITION hasn't shown a great deal, his experience could be enough.  RIGHT DIVINE at big odds could run into a place, and of the more fancied runners CATCHY TUNE could run well.

ANALYSIS 24/6/11

2.20 DONCASTER 6F (CLASS 5)

A tricky race to analyse to kick us off.  None of these really fit what I would be looking for in their pedigree, but it probably comes down to two that have run, COLORFUL NOTION and CORRECT.  M Dodds horses are running well and ODDYSEY can run well fto.

2.30 FOLKESTONE 7F (CLASS 6)

Completely opposite in this one, where virtually all of the runners fit the pedigree trends.  MIZBAH has shown the form to win and ARTISTIC THREAD looks way over priced.  I would be against Tidal Way all day long.

4.00 DONCASTER 7F (CLASS 5)

This is anyones race.  WOLFGANG takes a big drop in class after Royal Ascot and BASANTEE looks the main danger.

6.30 NEWMARKET 6F (CLASS 4)

A typical Newmarket maiden, with all the top trainers and all the well bred newcomers, but this looks between the horses that have already run.  GAMILATI ran well first time and the form has been franked at Royal Ascot, but PROUD PEARL may make life tough for the favourite.  Its a watching breif for the rest of the field.

6.40 CHESTER 7F (CLASS 4)

Brian Smart's stable has finally started to fire and his GABRIALS PRINCESS has a good chance of getting off the mark at the first time of asking.  The obvious danger is KINETICA who ran well on the all-weather fto, and at a bigger price SILVAS ROMANA seems to be going the right way.

ANALYSIS 23/6/11

2.10 NEWCASTLE 6F (CLASS 5)

An open looking race with four winning last time out.  Not only that most of these trainers are also in good form.  Its not a race to get involved in, but the token choice would be PARC DE LAUNAY.  If this one prevails it could boost the chances of a surprise outsider in the next.

2.45 NEWCASTLE 6F (CLASS 5)

A race where I feel some of the fancide runners have too much speed in their pedigree, and this includes the favourite.  I don't know what this one has been doing at home but Electric Qatar is running first time out, on soft ground in a 16 runner race and is odds-on.  Three at big prices against the field are CAPTIVITY, COME HITHER and EMLEY MOOR.

7.00 HAMILTON 6F (CLASS 6)

Another open race, but HAAFKRY has run some decent races so far and looks to have the best credentials.  Of the others NEW DECADE should improve from debut and PTOLEMAIC could go well first time out.

7.10 LEICESTER 6F (CLASS 5)

The favourite WEST LEAKE HARE has a good a cvlaim to this as any of the runners.  The danger may come from the Brian Meehan newcomer ORWELLIAN.  LEVI DRAPER would be the other to consider in calculations.

ANALYSIS 22/6/11

2.00 CARLISLE 5F (CLASS 5)

A wide open race and one that I would like to take the favourite on.  Many in with chances, of those that have run I think LADY CAPRICE and FLIRTY GERTY could do best.  Of the newcomers HALF A BILLION could run well.

2.10 SALISBURY 5F (CLASS 4)

Hannon and Hughes look to have every chance in this one with PINK SAPPHIRE.  The three fillies by Royal Applause could give her most to do, SCHOOL FEES, SHANNON SPREE and SWEET OVATION.

2.30 CARLISLE 6F (CLASS 4)

Natural progression should see BEDLAM have enough to take this one, with the ones to watch, the Mark Johnston newcomer ELECTRICKERY and BOP IT should improve.

2.45 SALISBURY 6F (CLASS 5)

Another race for taking on the favourite.  Its Hannon/Hughes again and I could be completely wrong, but he may have too much speed for a stiff 6 furlongs on softish ground.  Against him you have the likes of RED SEVENTY, INVINCIBLE DREAM and ICE LOCH.

8.10 BATH 5.5F (CLASS 5)

An open looking affair, where I think experience will tell.  A couple ran well last time, MIDAS MEDUSA and IVORS PRINCESS, but NAYARRA may finally get her head in front.

ANALYSIS 21/6/11

2.15 BEVERLEY 7.5F (CLASS 6)

We start with a bottom grade affair, and the Mark Johnston debutante should come into the reckoning BROXBOURNE.  There is one with experience who may have more to offer and that is FLURRY OF HANDS with Silvester De Sousa in the plate.

2.30 BRIGHTON 6F (CLASS 5)

An open looking contest where at least three can be given a chance.  TRIGGERLO is being backed again today, but it could be a case of people chasing their losses already suffered on this one.  A much better proposition could be MARYGOLD, who like TRIGGERLO has had plenty of chances, but could be worth one more.  THE NEW BLACK should improve for debut, and give the two already mentioned most to do.

6.40 NEWBURY 6F (CLASS 4)

A typical Newbury maiden, with many well bred fillies.  Cristal Gem would have been my main hope, but is now a non runner.  This leaves three against the field, MENTION, LADY JAMEELA and LADY GIBRALTAR.

7.15 NEWBURY 7F (CLASS 4)

Another hot looking contest.  Richard Hannon is always well represented and BALLYEA has Hughes on board, but don't rule out RAIN DANCE who looks the more probable on breeding.  The one to shake these two up looks to be QUESTING for John Gosden.

 

ANALYSIS 15/6/11

 

2.20 HAMILTON 6F (CLASS 5)
Quite an open contest but you need a bit of stamina to win it.  I would be against the favourite on this fact alone, and take him on with JOSHUA THE FIRST and TOPCOAT.  NAYEF FLYER could surprise fto.
5.00 ASCOT 5F (GROUP 2)
This looks harder than yesterdays Ascot races, although again I think it will fall to a fancied runner.  No surprise that SHUMOOS is on the shortlist.  Along with GYPSY ROBIN and FIRE LILY.  bUT NOTHING IS CLEAR-CUT IN THIS.
7.20 RIPON 5F (CLASS 5)
Finally we come to this another open looking race.I like SUPERPLEX, but then I also have to like LAST BID, as she beat him last time they met.  Of the others WISH AGAIN should go well, but this looks like falling to a fancied runner
ANALYSIS 14/6/11

 

Members got their Royal Ascot kitty when PRESSURE DROP stormed home at Warwick last night at 20/1.  It was also a good start for those that have opted in to our two week special trial offer.
1.45 THIRSK 6F (CLASS 6)

A very open race to start.  FIRST BID and ROOKNRASBRYRIPPLE will have chances on what they have shown so far.  At a bigger price it could be worth taking a chance on BEECHEYS BEAUTY
2.15 THIRSK 5F (CLASS 4)

Speed is what is required in this race and the three against the field are, AMADEUS DENTON, PONTY ACCLAIM and SLENNINGFORD.  I think anyone of these could topple the favourite.

4.25 ASCOT 6F (GROUP 2)

Ultra-competitive is the only way to describe this one.  POWER and MEZMAAR certainly have favourites chances.  Just outside the fancied runners BROCKLEBANK and TRUMPET MAJOR also.  Don't be put off by big prices in these races and don't be surprised if BAROLO TOP belies his price.

5.35 ASCOT 5F (LISTED)

Another mental two year old race.  Of the fancied runners GENTLEMANS CODE did it well in his prep, and the americans have to be respected.  Two at longer odds who could run well are THE PENNY HORSE and HUMA BIRD.

6.30 BRIGHTON 6F (CLASS 5)

Any of these could win this race.  Top of my list are MASTER OF AGES and MY LUCKY LIZ.

ANALYSIS 12/6/11

1.45 CARLISLE 6F (CLASS 5)

A big field for this one and the first one I would rule out is the favourite Fast On.  There are two that take my eye, KEYHOLE KATE and AUNTIE JOY.  There are also a few at big prices who could run well as well as MEBSUTA.

6.00 WINDSOR 5F (CLASS 5)

A high draw is usually what is needed when it starts to ride soft at Windsor and one that fits the bill and has the draw is AMIS REUNIS.  Biggest danger could come from the other Hannon horse that is also drawn high KARUGA.  BILLYRAYVALENTINE is also one to consider from a high draw and RED ART may be undone by his poor draw.

6.30 WINDSOR 6F (CLASS 5)

A few in with chances here.  JUNE THIRTEEN could go well for the Hannon team again, but again the draw could be the answer with SELINDA.  EMMA JEAN could also have a say in the finish and don't rule out FIRST REBELLION at a big price.

6.40 WARWICK 5F (CLASS 5)

NIGHT ANGEL has been a little dissapointing, but should still go close, but is very short for a horse who still hasn't got her head in front.  The others that have run haven't shown much and this leaves PRESSURE DROP with every chance.  Of the others ALNAIR should improve on debut running.

ANALYSIS 12/6/11

Its not getting any easier in the run up to Royal Ascot, but lets see if we can swell our betting banks just a little beforehand.

2.50 DONCASTER 6F (CLASS 5)

With the prevailing weather conditions its hard to say how the ground is going to ride, but either way there are many in with chances here.  I wouldn't want to go short about a newcomer in this and experience may win the day.  SANDBETWEENOURTOES would have a favourites chance on his first run, but with so many runners an each way prospect would be COME ON BLUE CHIP.  Has the right breeding credentials and at around 14/1 should be in the shake up.

4.15 SALISBURY 6F (CLASS 2)

The ground has now changed to the soft side which changes the complexion of this race.  Its quite a high grade event to be making your debut, but I think it will fall to one of these as the horses that have already run haven't shown the best of form.  I see that HARBOUR WATCH is drifting in the markets, but I wouldn't let this put you off.  Hannons horses haven't been running as well as usual and maybe people are deserting him.  All the more reason to get on.

ANALYSIS 11/6/11

2.45 CHESTER 5F (CLASS 4)

A good little race where KOOL HENRY can come out on top.  He ran well last time only being beaten by an inspired ride on Es Que Love (who didn't hold up the form next time).  The main danger looks to be SHERE KHAN, and a good run from PRINCE GABRIAL is expected.

2.50 BATH 5F (CLASS 6)

A low grade affair, but yet a good betting race.  Two against the field are BEST IN SHOW and NUDE.  TRIGGERLO has been dissapointing, but can get in the shakeup.

3.25 BATH 5F (CLASS 4)

Another good betting race if you like sure things.  ARNOLD LANE should win this comfortably, with the only danger RED HEARTS.

4.25 YORK 6F (CLASS 3)

Possibly another one for favourite backers with SWISS SPIRIT looking to hold every chance.  A saver on DISCRESSION is advised with the way Kevin Ryans horses are running.

6.10 LINGFIELD 5F (CLASS 6)

Another low grade race, but many in with chances.  M Prescott has the favourite and his QUITE A THING must be feared, but it may pay to go with something that has already seen the racecourse, and of those J CUNNINGHAM can get the better of SPLIT SECOND.

7.00 LEICESTER 6F (CLASS 5)

The big guns are out.  Stoute and Cecil both introduce newcomers and both are with chances, but again it could pay to go with experience and LEMON ROCK may just have too much for the likes of PEARL DIVA, RUSSELLIANA and TICKLED PINK.

ANALYSIS 10/6/11

2.10 YORK 5F (CLASS 3)

Lets hope we can get off to a good start here today.  We thought he would win last time, but could manage only third, but we must give another chance to RIGHT RESULT.  And the bonus is that he is currently not even trading as favourite.  The money has come for Church Music and he could be anything, but he doesnt fit my stats.  A couple of outsiders with place prospects would be MAN OF MY WORD and PHOENIX CLUBS.

2.20 SANDOWN 5F (CLASS 5)

This is tricky to predict with the unkown weather.  Currently good with g/s places, Sandown could be hit by rain changing the complex of the race.  If the rain comes then I would give EL DIAMANTE a big chance for Hannon and Hughes.  She would still have a good chance if conditions stay as they are.  And be aware of any money for WHINGING WILLIE.

3.25 SANDOWN 7F (CLASS 5)

Another tricky race with many in with chances.  POETIC LORD looks overpriced for this with Hughes and Hannon again, and also Invincible Spirit progeny do well here at Sandown, so expect improvement from SPECIAL BOY for godolphin.

3.50 YORK 6F (CLASS 4)

Many in with chances here, but this can fall to ARCTICALITY for Hanagan and Fahey.  Richard Fahey's other runner ARTISTIC CORNER isn't without a chance, but the main danger may come from SNOWED IN.  The only other one I can mention for improvement is SONKO.

6.25 CHEPSTOW 6F (CLASS 4)

A few dangers here, but this can go the way of SIXX for Richard Hannon again.  Dangers aplenty, FACTORY TIME, ORTEA and PERCY JACKSON can all get in the mix.

ANALYSIS 09/6/11

1.50 NOTTINGHAM 6F (CLASS 5)

A nice race this one, but many in with chances.  DAUNT looks to have a favourites chance, but you cannot rule out the other Hannon horse NOT BAD FOR A BOY.  BERLUSCA could run well currently trading at double figure odds.

2.00 NEWBURY 6.5F (CLASS 4)

Not an easy one to fathom out.  10 newcomers.  I don't think it is significant that R Hughes is riding here.  Its just closer to home, although I think MOUSTACHE will take all of the beating.  There are many with chances but the best alternative to the favourite looks to be EASTERN SUN.

3.15 YARMOUTH 7F (CLASS 6)

A low grade affair but also the first 7 furlong two year old race of the season.  I would be inclined to go against the first two in the betting with SCHMOOZE and GODBER.  TUMBLEWEED RIDGE should also improvr from his debut and could come into calculations at a big price.

6.50 HAYDOCK 6F (CLASS 5)

This will most likely go to the newcomer WOLF SPIRIT.  Don't be surprised to see ART DZEKO improve to reverse form with Barolo Top.  He could be the one for the forecast.

ANALYSIS 08/6/11

2.00 BEVERLEY 5F (CLASS 6)

Low grade affair but at least there is a previous winner in the race.  Mousie is trading very short, but is opposable.  ISLAND BIRD could be worth a chance with a decent third place under her belt and with the uninspiring form of the rest, a chance is given to the newcomer BEAUMARIS.
2.10 YARMOUTH 5F (CLASS 5)

This should be a standard win for LADY NICKANDY.  The only feasible alternative is MYSTERY COOL.

2.50 HAYDOCK 6F (CLASS 5)

A bunch of well bred newcomers here and a couple of fillies with a good run under their belts.  Dare to dream will have her supporters after her good run here 19 days ago, but there is plenty of opposition and I can see a newcomer being better than her.  This is a long shortlist of HIDDEN PASSION,LADY GIBRALTAR, PROUD PEARL,SAVANNA DAYS and MAHKAMA.  Of these, the first two mentioned look to have the best credentials to take the spoils.

ANALYSIS 07/6/11

2.00 REDCAR 6F (CLASS 5)

Not one to get too excited about.  Dark Angel has started well and D O'Meara is going well at the moment, so INGLEBY ANGEL comes into the reckoning.  It could be worth giving CATARACT another chance, with the danger being LEXIS PRINCE.

2.15 SALISBURY 6F (CLASS 5)

A few in with chances here and this could possibly fall to a newcomer.  BLACKDOWN FAIR ran well on debut, ableit at 100/1, so that was pretty much unexpected.  Currently the favourite I would be surprised if there isn't something here that can beat her.  On breeding that one looks like VISCOUNT VERT who can score on debut.  Of those that have run, GYPSY RIDER can come out best and at bigger prices MY SHARONA could surprise.

2.45 SALISBURY 6F (CLASS 5)

This is division 2 of the race above and it looks more competitive with many in with chances.  ROYAL REYAH stands out on pedigree and along with THE NEW BLACK and STAG HILL looks the most likely.

4.10 REDCAR 6F (CLASS 6)

Most have these have looked dissapointing, hence the class of race.  PINT SIZE doesn't seem to want to win, but if he ever was going to, today could be the day.  The danger could be the rank outsider SOPHAR. 

ANALYSIS 06/6/11

6.15 WINDSOR 6F (CLASS 5)

I like the look of two here, but when the going gets soft, the high numbers tend to do best, and both of mine are drawn low.  CASHMERE OR CAVIAR and CLEAN BOWLED are the two.  Of the high numbers RED AGGRESSOR looks to have a big shout.  At longer prices KNIGHT VISION is one to watch.

6.30 PONTEFRACT 6F (CLASS 5)

So far it seems the rain has stayed away which is good news for connections of YEARBOOK.  No doubt Majestic Zafeen ran well fto, and I must say that YEARBOOK really had no answer to Inetrobil last time out, but this should be right up her street.  Of those that have run before she looks the one and the danger may come from the debutante IN A JIFFY.
ANALYSIS 04/6/11

A day of hard graft today and nothing seems easy.  I know its Derby day, but we are here to win money not waste it.

2.10 EPSOM 6F (LISTED)

First of our tough races today.  Fulbright is the favourite, but I cannot see any reason why he will turn around form with CASPAR NETSCHER.  Another to consider is NORSE GOLD who won well on the all-weather fto.  There is an outsider here that could run a huge race, and beat a lot of those at shorter prices.  MISS MUGA has won two egg and spoon races, and to be honest hasn't done it that well, but what she has shown is battling qualities and if she is close enough to persevere with she could nick a place.  100/1 is far too big a price.

2.35 MUSSELBURGH 5F (CLASS 2)

A good little race,but not one that I have great expectations for.  On all known form ES QUE LOVE should win, but I couldn't rule out anything, even the outsider ECONOMIC CRISIS.

4.30 DONCASTER 6.5F (CLASS 4)

Another wide open affair.  Although my strategy is not in laying horses, my only advise in this one would be to lay the favourite FALLS OF LORA.  She must be worth taking on.

6.15 LINGFIELD 6F (CLASS 5)

This is more like it.  A race where too much pace in the pedigree can be your downfall.  D Simcock could have this race cornered with the previously raced MY LUCKY LIZ and the unraced FIRE AND SPARKS.

6.30 NEWCASTLE 6F (CLASS 5)

The ground is drying out all of the time and this could play to BARTLEY'S advantage.  Dangers are everywhere in this race, but the main problem could be Brian Smarts poor recent form.  Of the others many in with chances and be careful of any market moves for BELLECHANCE.
ANALYSIS 02/6/11

So close yesterday to a flying start with IFFRAAM beaten in a photo at 8/1.  Hopefully some may have been on the alternative TRAVIS COUNTY and possibly even had the forecast.

2.10 HAMILTON 6F (CLASS 6)

A low grade affair and anybodys race.  NEARLY A GIFT ran in a much better race fto and could be the solution.  At a bigger price, THE CLAN MACDONALD has chances on breeding.

6.00 SANDOWN 5F (CLASS 5)

It always seems a strange thing to say for a five furlong race, but here at Sandown, you can have too much speed.  This applies to the short priced favourite and for this reason he is worth opposing.  What with is the difficult question.  My initial thoughts were with RED MISCHIEF, who should improve after a couple of runs, but one that could improve past the lot is FARAWAY.  Didn't do much on debut, but you don't see many W Haggas horses starting around 25/1, so this could be a small wager for an upset.

ANALYSIS 01/6/11

A couple of close ones yesterday, lets see if we can get June off to a flyer.

3.10 NOTTINGHAM 5F (CLASS 5)

A small field and a tight race.  Couldn't really rule any of these out, but MASTER OF AGES should run a lot better than fto.

6.40 RIPON 6F (CLASS 5)

Many chances in this field.  Right Result ran well on debut, but he may not get the right result today.  A couple of interesting newcomers in the field, notably, IFFRAAM and OPTIMUM ROSE.  IFFRAAM looks the most likely according to the market, but look out for a big run from OPTIMUM ROSE.  Of those with experience, TRAVIS COUNTY could come out best.
