ANALYSIS 09/7/11

A terrible week on the betting front, and although the analysis gave out some great priced alternatives yesterday, thats no concellation to myself and my members.  Its tough gain today.

2.20 NEWMARKET 7F (GROUP 2)

This just doesn't look upto standard fro a group 2.  FORT BASTION ran very well at Ascot.  CHANDLERY could bounce back from a poor run, and a horse that I tipped last time it ran SEHNSUCHT keeps coming into my calculations.  He got easily swept aside when favourite last time in an ordinary race and now he is stepping up to a Group 2.  Why?

2.50 CHESTER 5F (CLASS 5)

Plenty with chances here, but I would play against the favourite.  TAHNEE MARA has the plum draw and if meeting the gate right could take some pegging back.  EXCELETTE looks the main danger, but may not get across, so HOPES REBELLION is put up for the forecast.

3.05 ASCOT 6F (CLASS 4) NURSERY.

Not a race I can get too enthused about.  SOVEREIGN DEBT has a favourites chance, and one that won for us last time SELINDA could be an alternative receiveing almost 2 stone.

4.25 YORK 6F (CLASS 3)

DISCRESSION ran a blinder on debut, and if reproducing that should be good enough.  LADYS FIRST is an obvious danger along with CHOISAN.

4.45 NEWMARKET 6F (CLASS 4)

A nice maiden where plenty have chances.  Its nice to see Stoute and Fallon teaming up, and it could pay dividends with LADYSHIP fto.  Of those that have run LADY JAMEELA looks best, and if the ground continues to dry, then the favourite DESERT GAZELLE would come right into the reckoning.

5.00 YORK 5F (CLASS 3) NURSERY

A difficult race where I would be against the favourite.  The 3 to take her on with are, PROFILE STAR, KOOL HENRY and VAN GO GO.

5.20 NEWMARKET 7F (CLASS 2) NURSERY

LADYKIN has a favourites chance for R Fahey, but one to take a chance with could be GREATEST DANCER.  Of the others OVERPOWERED makes most appeal.

6.00 HAMILTON 5F (CLASS 5)

Looks easy on paper for LESOTHO.  2 against him or for the forecast, COME TO MIND and CAYMANA GIRL.

6.15 SALISBURY 6F (CLASS 5)

REDACT won well fto, and on that deserves to be favourite, but not odds on.  SON DU SILENCE looks a better proposition along with LOXTON LAD fto.

7.20 SALISBURY 7F (CLASS 4)

MOUNT ST MISTRESS has some decent future entries and this one could surprise on debut.  The dangers look to be DEVDAS and MITCH RAPP.

ANALYSIS 08/7/11

Lots of racing today and lots of strange weather for July, but we shall endeavour to do our best.

2.05 YORK 7F (CLASS 3)

Not a great race, and to me these don't really look like class 3 animals.  I think Richard Fahey has quite strong hand here.  VENTURA SPIRIT would have a chance on form, but on pedigree I would take a long look at his outsider KNIGHT EXPRESS.

2.15 ASCOT 6F (CLASS 3)

This is a short favourite I really wouldn't want to be with.  He may sloosh home, but two against him on breeding are MOON PEARL and ROCK OF MONET and decent prices.

2.25 NEWMARKET 6F (GROUP 2)

The race of the day.  GAMILATI got mugged by his stablemate at long odds on last time, and can run a big race again.  MISS WORK OF ART is unbeaten and has a chance of staying that way, but if the rain stays away, then INETROBIL will take all of the beating.  Any significant rainfall would bring RUSSELLIANA into calculations.

3.25 ASCOT 6.5F (CLASS 5)

BELLECHANCE was pulled out of a much better race earlier in the week, and may be the one to get the better of favourite POETIC DANCER.

3.35 NEWMARKET 7F (CLASS 4)

A strong Newmarket maiden where I think a newcomer should be better than anything that has been on show so far.  NET WHIZZ has been installed favourite and probably rightly so.  The dangers for me are MICKDAAM  and ROUGEMONT.
5.50 NEWBURY 7F (CLASS 4)

Another one of those races where the outcome could depend on the weather.  If it stays relatively dry this race could be over at the furlong pole with SAVANNA DAYS storming clear.  The dangers look to be ARSAADI and DAMASK.

6.20 NEWBURY 7F (CLASS 4)

Division 2 of the above race and although Self Centred has shown enough on form, its an odds on shot that I would play against.  PETALUMA could run well, along with ZUZU ANGEL, but at big odds THE GIVING TREE makes plenty of appeal fto.

7.00 CHEPSTOW 5F (CLASS 4)

This looks a two horse race between QUITE A THING and BALLYEA.  Of the two I think BALLYEA may just have the edge.

7.45 CHESTER 5F (CLASS 2)

Not a great race, but a hard one to call.  Although only a small field the draw can still make a difference and that may be to the advantage of LUV U FOREVER and REDAIR.

7.55 NEWBURY 6.5F (CLASS 4)

This is a race I really don't like, and if June Thirteen is trading under 10/1, it just shows how bad it is.  EMMA JEAN has been short in the market last twice, and could easily pop up now and reward punters at a much healthier price.

8.50 CHESTER 6F (CLASS 4) nursery

I like David Evans pair in this, but they have both been dealt a terrible draw.  MIDDLETON FLYER and AQUASULIS have run against each other twice and the score is 1-1.  AQUASULIS has the worst of the draw, but Cathy Gannon has picked this one, and the combination could make it 2-1.  Of the others PITT RIVERS could use the draw to his advantage

2.20 CATTERICK 5F (CLASS 6)

A bottom grade affair with an odds on favourite, but nevertheless, not an uncompetitive race.  The Dancing Lord on form has the chance of a favourite having already won twice.  What I don't understand with this one is with the form he has shown in better races why are they running him here.  All may be revealed by 2.25.  There may just be a couple in here to take him on, who could be improving.  JUSTINE VIEW is my idea of one.  She hasn't shown a great deal so far, but was made 11/10f for a better race than this.  She has a good draw, along with the favourite, and we can hope that the first time blinkers make a difference.  There is also an outsider to keep an eye on and that is ONLY ORSENFOOLSIES.  tHE RANK OUTSIDER could surprise.

2.40 BATH 5F (CLASS 5)

Another race, another odds on favourite, although I would rather be with this one.  You want plenty of speed in your pedigree for this race and two stick out HIDDEN PASSION and THIRSY BEAR.  They are the first two in the market, but they are hard to get away from.  If anything is to shake them up at longer odds it could be MISTER MUSICMASTER.
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2.30 PONTEFRACT 6F (CLASS 4) NURSERY

Only one race today, but it is the first two year old handicap of the season.  MALTEASE AH may have got in here lightly as one of only a couple that has yet to win a race.  The drawback for her is the draw.  The one to give her most to do could be the topweight INDEPUB, and another I like at a big price is right at the bottom SEVEN YEAR ITCH.

2.30 BRIGHTON 6F (CLASS 5)

PRIDE AND JOY comes here after running at Royal Ascot, but he may be worth taking on.  He has a favourites chance, but one at a bi price who should improve and give the favourite plenty to think about is PICURA.

7.10 WINDSOR 6F (CLASS 5)

A few with chances here.  Michael Stoute sems to have turned the corner and he runs a debutante here.  Tidy Affair already has a verdict over RED SENOR, but I think Windsor will be more to the liking of the Barry Hills horse, and this one has every chance.  RADIOMARELLI is a worthy favourite and looks the main danger, and of the newcomers CHARITABLE ACT could go well fto.

7.20 RIPON 6F (CLASS 5)

All but one of these has already raced and the debutante is the only one I can put a line through.  KEYHOLE KATE was beaten miles last time, but was fancied and it may pay to ignore that run.  DELIA MARY and ALICE ROSE look the main threats, and a lively outsider is LADY ADVOCATE.

2.15 AYR 7F (CLASS 5)
JOSHUA THE FIRST has had plenty of chances, but he has gone down narrowly the last twice and this step up to 7 furlongs may just give him the edge.  The others to concentrate on are debutantes, namely, CURTAIN PATCH and NEMUSHKA.
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1.50 BEVERLEY 7.5 F (CLASS 6)

A low grade affair and one very much hard to fathom.  ELKHART should continue to improve along with TIDAL WAY, but they both may have to settle for places behind BADEA from stall 3.

2.25 BEVERLEY 5 F (CLASS 5)

A tight looking contest where KIMBALI could give Fahey/Hanagan a quick double.  Fitness shouldn't be a problem, but there are plenty of dangers.  DARK AMBITION,RIGHT RESULT and STEPPER POINT all come into the reckoning.

2.45 LEICESTER 6F (CLASS 6)

Can JUNE THIRTEEN be forgiven such a poor run on debut?  I think so.  Dropped slightly in grade today, against horses that have had enough chances, there is no doubt that there will be improvement.  ALJOSAN finished in front of JUNE THIRTEEN last time, but that running has got to be forgotten, and nothing in this race has really shown anything.  This race shouls suit and JUNE THIRTEEN can improve hugely on debut.

3.00 BEVERLEY 5F (CLASS 5)

OCEAN MYTH has the best pedigree and possibly the best form, but at the same time, the worst draw.  I won't let that put me off as if he is half decent he should be able to get across.  Another I fancy is PRECIOUS LITTLE and this one is drawn next door, so I am hoping the Beverley draw bias is overcome today.  If the draw is a hindurance then fto TRUE BOND could capitalise.

6.30 CARLISLE 6F (CLASS 5)

Much has been said about SARDANAPALUS, due to the fact that the Gymcrack has been bounded about.  Granteed on breeding he also has a chance, but I would have to field against him.  Kevin Ryan is flying even with his debutantes, but Byron's often need a bit of time.  Although ONE KOOL DUDE has had plenty of runs, his fitness may just give him the edge, along with HAAFKRY.

7.10 NOTTINGHAM 5F (CLASS 5)

There are dangers to the favourite here, but this looks a virtual penalty kick for IMPASSIVE.  PHOENIX CLUBS and ROUGINI both look capable animals, and although NUDE doesn't look like she is going forward, she may give the favourite most to do.
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2.40 WARWICK 7F (CLASS 5)

All of the horses with experience have won a race.  A difficult one to assess, but GRAND GOLD looks to have the best form and Mick Channon has his string firing at present.

2.50 SANDOWN 5F (LISTED)

There is only one horse that comes close to fitting the pedigree for this race and that is JACK WHOS HE.  The problem is he may not have the class to win it.  Of the others FOREVERTHEOPTIMIST could get in the mix.

3.25 SANDOWN 7F (CLASS 5)

There haven't been many 7 furlong races so far, but more and more debutants are starting off in them which makes it more difficult for us punters.  Despite this the ones to concentrate on are those with experience.  SEHNSUCHT looks to have a favourites chance and TALWAR should improve.  Of the newcomers NANT SAESON looks the pick.

7.00 BEVERLEY 5F (CLASS 5)

A three horse race, but I don't think it will go like our pick yesterday, Ralphy Boy at 14/1.  This is definitely between the top two in the market, and although QUITE A THING put in a very good performance last time, I would slightly side for ALEJANDRO.

7.15 HAYDOCK 6F (CLASS 5)

An interresting race where some decent form has been shown by those at the top of the market.  Another favourite that has a favourites chance, CAMPANOLOGY has shown enough, but I think there are a couple lurking behind him, in CAPE MOSS and WOLF SPIRIT.

7.45 HAYDOCK 6F (CLASS 4)

Another where the top of the market look to have it, although I would be against Emma Jean.  Three against her are ADRANIAN, FARAWAY and STELLAR EXPRESS.
